Liturgy Links 
As we have now entered Holy Week, here are a few reminders 
about our celebrations: 
The parish Reconciliation Service will be celebrated on 
Tuesday 30 March at 7:30 p.m.  Like last year, readers for the 
Easter Triduum will have a preparation workshop afterwards. 
The Diocesan Chrism Mass is on at St. Patrick’s Cathedral on 
Wednesday 8 April at 7:30 p.m.  All are invited to attend.  
Representatives will receive from Bishop Anthony the oils that 
our parish will use over the next twelve months in our 
sacramental celebrations. 
The Easter Triduum begins with the Holy Thursday Mass of 
the Lord’s Supper at 7:30 p.m. The Parish Centre is reserved 
on this evening as the altar of repose for the Blessed 
Sacrament.  Please remember that entry that evening is via the 
church doors – if you cannot manage the stairs, please see our 
welcomers about using the ramp and parish centre entrance.  
Please bring your Project Compassion box with you also and 
place it in the basket near the church entrance.   
Stations of the Cross will be prayed on Good Friday at 9:00 
a.m., and the Sacrament of Penance will follow from 9:30 – 
10:30 a.m.  The church will remain open during the day for 
those who wish to come and pray.  The main celebration of this 
day is the Celebration of the Lord’s Passion at 3:00 p.m. 
Like Holy Thursday and Good Friday, there is no morning 
Mass on Holy Saturday.  If you have flowers to contribute to 
our adornment of the Marian Shrine or other saints, please 
bring these down to the parish centre from 9:00 a.m. – 10:00 
a.m.  The main celebration of this day and the entire Easter 
Triduum is The Easter Vigil at 7:30 p.m.  Mass will begin 
with the Service of Light, which will commence in the Garfield 
St. car park, before we proceed behind the Paschal Candle into 
the church. 
Finally, Easter Sunday Masses will be celebrated at 7:00am, 
9am & 10:30am only.

Chauka Talk 
 

After five weeks of preparation we now enter the climax of the Lenten season and what we call Holy Week. In a 
way, the whole week from today until Easter Sunday should be seen as one unit - the presentation of what we call 
the Paschal Mystery. This Paschal Mystery is the sufferings, death, resurrection, and ascension of Jesus into 
glory and the sending of the Spirit on the disciples of Jesus to continue the work he began. Although it is, for 
liturgical and catechetical reasons, spread over a period of seven weeks, it should also be seen as an indivisible 

single experience.  
To understand the sufferings, death and resurrection of Jesus one must fully grasp what St Paul is saying here and, not only grasp it, 
but totally appropriate it into one's own thinking so that one would be even prepared, with God's help, to go exactly the same way. 
Our normal sensitivities even over trifling hurts just show us how far we have to go to have the "mind of Jesus." 
We are now - hopefully - prepared for listening to Luke's version of the Passion of Jesus, up to but excluding the climax of 
resurrection.   
Although efforts are now made to make listening to the Passion less of an endurance test, there really is too much to be fully 
digested as we stand listening to one or three readers. Perhaps we should set aside a short period later in the day to go through the 
dramatic narrative at our leisure. Or perhaps, even better, we could focus on a particular passage which speaks to us at this time.    
 So, as we go through this day and this week, let us look very carefully at Jesus our Saviour. We watch, not just to admire, but also 
to learn, to penetrate the mind, the thinking, the attitudes and the values of Jesus so that we, in the very different circumstances of 
our own lives, may walk in his footsteps. 
If we are to be his disciples, he invites us to walk his way, to share his sufferings, to imitate his attitudes, to "empty" ourselves, to 
live in service of others - in short, to love others as he loves us. This is not at all a call to a life of pain and misery. Quite the 
contrary, it is an invitation to a life of deep freedom, peace and happiness. If it were anything else, it would not be worth 
considering.    Have a good Holy Week!      Paul Sireh O.Carm

10 rooms occupied by 
East Timorese Carmelite 
Brothers studying for 
the priesthood in Flores, 
Indonesia, have been 
destroyed by fire. 

Here is part of Fr Wayne’s recent letter about the fire . . .  
‘Our Carmelites  in Maumere Flores have recently experienced a fire which 
has destroyed 10 of the rooms of the simply professed.  The fire it would seem 
began from an electrical fault. 
 The room of Br Carlito da Costa Araujo, our brother from Timor-Leste, was 
destroyed with all his personal possessions. 
 Our Carmelites in Flores will have great difficulty in repairing the damage.  It 
is here that nine of our simply professed live and study. 
 I would hope we could assist them financially .’
